Tree Canopy

43. Development will provide on-site tree canopy consistent with
applicable City policies at the time development is submitted for
review. If the required tree canopy cannot be met on-site, trees may
be planted off-site by the developer within the area depicted on
Figure 1 (“Land Use Strategy Map”) in which the development is
located, or in comparable locations as approved by the City.
