Grant: Research on Gifted, Talented Youth

Grant: Youth with Sexual Behavior Problems

Purpose: Category 1 (program sites) will provide funding to as many as three sites that use a comprehensive,
multidisciplinary approach to provide intervention and supetvision services for youth with sexual behavior
problems and treatment services for their child victims and families. Category 2 (support, training, and
technical assistance) will fund one awardee to provide support and technical assistance to the program sites
selected under Category 1.

Eligibility: States (including territories), units of local government, federally recognized tribal governments
(as determined by the Secretary of the Interior), nonprofit and for-profit organizations (including tribal

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Amount: OJJDP expects to make as many as three awards of as much as $300,000 each for a 24-month
project period (beginning October 1, 2016) under Category 1. OJJDP expects to make one award of as much
as $600,000 for a 24-month project period (beginning October 1, 2016) under Category 2.

Grant: Capacity Building Initiative Grants for Substance Abuse and HIV Prevention Services for At-Risk
Racial/Ethnic Minority Youth and Young Adults

Purpose: To support an atray of activities to assist grantees in building a solid foundation for delivering and
sustaining quality and accessible state-of-the-science substance abuse and HIV prevention services. The
program aims to engage community-level public and private non-profit entities, tribes and tribal organizations
to prevent and reduce the onset of substance abuse and transmission of HIV/AIDS among at-risk
populations ages 13-24, including racial/ethnic minority youth and young adults. Applicants may elect to
serve youth aged 13-17, young adults aged 18-24, or elect to serve both youth and young adults. SAMHSA is
particularly interested in eliciting the interest of college and university clinics/wellness centers and
community-based providers who can provide comprehensive substance abuse and HIV prevention strategies
to reduce the impact of substance use, HIV, and viral hepatitis in high-risk communities. These strategies
must combine education and awareness programs, social marketing campaigns, and HIV and viral hepatitis
(VH) testing services in non-traditional settings with substance abuse and HIV prevention programming for
the population of focus.

Funder: Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration

Eligibility: Community-level domestic public and private nonprofit entities (non-profit community-based
organizations, faith-based organizations, middle and high schools, colleges and universities, health care
delivery organizations and local governments), federally recognized American Indian/Alaska Native Tribes
(AI/AN) and tribal organizations, and urban Indian organizations.

Grant: Technology/Computer Programs for Youth

Purpose: To support positive programs and opportunities that make a difference in the lives of America’s
youth between the ages of 7 and 18. Program goals must utilize technology and computer and video games to
educate American’s youth and young adults.

Funder: Entertainment Software Association (ESA) Foundation

Eligibility: Applicant must be tax-exempt under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code or be a
governmental unit exempt under Section 115 and described in Section 170(c)(1) of the Internal Revenue
Code; seek funding for a specific project or program that is or will be implemented or available nation-wide
or at a minimum in two or more states in the United States; serve American youth ages 7-18; and provide
programs and services that utilize technology and/or computer and video games to educate America’s youth
and young adults.

Deadline: May 15

Amount: First time grantees may be funded up to $50,000. However, the amount requested should reflect
the actual cost of the project.

Grant: Safe Places to Play Grants

Grant: National Safety Net Advancement Center: Accelerating Value-Based Payment and Care Delivery in
the Health Care Safety Net

Purpose: To offer grant funding to safety net organizations for projects aimed at implementing replicable,
high-impact solutions to payment and delivery reform batriers. In addition, Virtual Learning Collaboratives
will foster shared learning environments for safety net organizations to overcome payment and care delivery
reform challenges.

Eligibility. Safety net organizations (a safety net health system is defined as one that provides a significant
level of care to low-income, uninsured, and vulnerable populations).

Grant: Projects That Improve Lives of Aging Americans

Purpose: To support projects that provide direct services, advocacy, education, and training programs for
professionals working with elders, as well as for research that investigates causes and solutions to significant
problems of older adults

Funder: Retitement Research Foundation

Eligibility: Projects with a local focus will be considered from organizations based in Illinois, Indiana, Iowa,
Kentucky, Missouri, Wisconsin, and Florida. However, advocacy, training, and research projects with national
relevance will be considered from organizations located anywhere in the United States. Organizations must be
considered tax exempt under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

Grant: Humanities Access Grants

Purpose: To help support capacity building for humanities programs that benefit one or more of the
following groups: youth, communities of color, and economically disadvantaged populations. Humanities
Access grants establish or augment term endowments (endowments whose funds are entirely expended over
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the course of a set time period) to provide funding for existing programs at institutions such as public
libraries, local and regional museums, historical societies, community colleges, HBCUs and tribal colleges,
Hispanic-setving institutions, archival repositories, and other cultural organizations. Programs supported by
Humanities Access grants might include a summer project for teens at a local historical society; internships
for Native American students at a tribal museum; or a Clemente course at a homeless shelter organized by a
community college.

Funder: National Endowment for the Humanities

Eligibility: Nonprofits having a 501(c)(3) status with the IRS, nonprofits that do not have a 501(c)(3) status
with the IRS, private institutions of higher education, public and state controlled institutions of higher
education, state governments, county governments, city or township governments, special district
governments, Native American tribal governments (federally recognized)

Grant: Improving Access to Quality Health Care for Children and Youth with Epilepsy

Purpose: To facilitate the delivery of quality health care for children and youth with epilepsy (CYE)
by implementing evidence-based and innovative models of telehealth and/or telemedicine (including mobile
health or mhealth) using health information technologies; implementing the Got Transition Six Core
Elements Framework to help youth successfully transition from the pediatric to adult system of health care;
and facilitating outreach and education regarding epilepsy among pertinent stakeholders. The goal is to utilize
quality improvement methods and measure outcomes to improve access to coordinated and comprehensive
quality care for CYE, with an emphasis on populations experiencing health disparities and CYE residing in
underserved and/or rural communities.

Funder: Health Resources and Services Administration

Eligibility: Any public or private entity, including an Indian tribe or tribal organization (as those terms are
defined at 25 U.S.C. 450(b)). Faith-based and community-based organizations, tribes, and tribal organizations
are cligible to apply.

Grant: Brimstone Award

Purpose: To support model storytelling projects that are service-oriented, based in a community or
organization, and are replicable (to some extent) in other places and situations. Projects should have impact
beyond their own communities, organizations, or clients; inspire excellence in applied storytelling work; and
communicate to new audiences the humanitarian possibilities of storytelling. Projects may involve vatious
kinds of stories, including traditional tales and myths as well as personal and ad hoc narratives. Although oral
storytelling should be central to the project, the work need not be conducted by professional storytellers.
Educators, therapists, naturalists, internal or external organizational practitioners, and/or other personnel
appropriate to the situation may carry out the project, so long as they can draw on suitable storytelling
expertise and experience. Areas of interest include health care, environmental education/activism, community
development, law, multicultural awareness, organizational development, leadership, intergenerational
initiatives, empowerment of the disabled, substance abuse prevention, and educational curriculum at all levels.
