The Chair, Robyn Konkel, called the meeting to order at 6:45 pm and welcomed new 

member Zachary DesJardins. Shelley Murphy volunteered to take minutes.  

 

1. Modification to the Housing Opportunity Fund Loan Request for The Spire (Church of  

the Resurrection project) (Eric Keeler/Haley Norris) 

AHC has submitted a request for an increase of up to $940,000 in its Housing 

Opportunity Fund loan to cover construction and other cost increases for The 
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Spire. The project has pursued extensive value engineering to lower costs and 

successfully secured an additional $1.7 million from other sources. This request 

increases the City’s commitment to approximately $88,000 per unit which is in 

line with other recent loan requests. Staff noted that funding will likely derive from 

the upcoming repayment of a loan to Brent Place and from homeownership 

loan program repayments as all FY2019 funds have been deployed. Michelle 

Krocker moved to approve the request. Jon Frederick seconded the motion. The 

motion was passed unanimously. 

 

2. Consideration of February 7, 2019 and March 7, 2019 Minutes (Chair) 

Katharine Dixon made a motion to approve the February 7 and March 7 

minutes. Michelle Krocker seconded the motion. The motion was approved 

unanimously.  

 

3. Written Updates 

Written updates regarding ARHA’s and AHDC’s activities, the monthly financial 

report, and the Housing Master Plan progress report were provided as part of 

March packet. 

4. Staff Updates  

A Condominium and Community Association Training is scheduled for April 6th 

from 10:00 am to noon at the Patrick Henry Rec Center. It is free of charge. 

The AHAAC-EPC Subcommittee meeting is scheduled for April 10th. Jon Frederick 

and Shelley Murphy will be representing AHAAC. 

There will be a community open house for the Resolution 830 Modernization 

Process on April 11th. This will be followed by a public hearing on April 13th. The 

item is expected to go to City Council for approval on April 23rd. Continuing 

protections include units up to 80% AMI to cross subsidize units at lower income 

levels and a guaranteed right to return. All new developments will have an 

affordable housing plan and a relocation plan that will be submitted with the first 

development concept to ensure opportunity for review and feedback by staff, 

AHAAC and the LTRB. There will be a joint session in the coming months to review 

ARHA’s plan for its development portfolio. 

A discussion on Amazon’s HQ2 impact on the rental market is scheduled for April 

16th from 9:30 to 11:30 am at Charles Houston Recreation Center. 

The Eisenhower East Small Area Plan Update Community meeting is scheduled 

for April 25th. Housing is one of the topics at the meeting. 

The meeting was adjourned at 7:10 pm so that the Committee could participate in the 

Housing Contributions Workgroup.

   ARHA Report to AHAAC May 2019 
 
Excavation work continues at Ramsey Homes and we hope to begin foundation work by the 
1st of May. We are working with the local utilities to finalize the undergrounding plan for all 
utilities. 
 
ARHA is hosting a Section 3 Job Fair for our residents on May 1st. A resume workshop will 
be held on April 29th to assist residents in preparing their resumes for the Job Fair. 
 
The ARHA Board adopted the revised Resolution 830 language at the board meeting on 
April 22nd.  City Council will now adopt the same language and the new Resolution will be 
given a new number after Council adoption. 
 
The ARHA Board will meet with City Council and the Planning Commission on May 2nd to 
discuss the status of our portfolio and future development possibilities.
