Existing Conditions

The Property is currently in the final stages of construction. The existing signage is in
conformance with the approved Coordinated Sign Program (SUP #2015-0115) and the approved
Development Special Use Permit and Preliminary Site Plan (DSUP #2015-001 9).

Proposed Amendments

In order to lease the approximately 232 residential units, the Applicant is requesting an
amendment to the approved CSP to permit temporary leasing signage. Due to the mixed-use
nature of the building, the existing ground floor retail prevents the Applicant from placing a
temporary leasing sign below 20°, as it would conflict with the retail storefronts. The Applicant
proposes to place an approximately 150 square foot temporary leasing banner on the N St. Asaph
Street fagade, near the corner of N St. Asaph Street and First Street. This banner will hang from
the fourth floor of the building to the second floor and will advertise the available rental units.

The proposed temporary signage will be for leasing purposes only and will not negatively
impact the neighborhood. The design, size, and placement of the sign is consistent with the
intent of the DSUP approval. During the approval process for the CDD #25, the omission of
temporary signage requirements in the Coordinated Sign Program was likely an oversight.

The Applicant is requesting an amendment to Condition #1 of SUP #2015-0115. The
Applicant is proposing to add the following language:

“[...]h. Wall-mounted temporary signage above 20’ for residential leasing purposes is permitted.
The maximum period for this sign is eighteen months.”

All signs at the site shall be in conformance with the following Coordinated Sign

exceed 80 square feet in area each.

b. Signage for commercial uses shall not exceed one square foot of sign face for each
one linear foot of building width facing the street, alley or parking area.

¢. Upto 0.5 square feet of sign face for each one linear foot of building width facing the
street, alley, or parking area may be allowed in addition to signage allowed in
subsection (b) above, subject to staff review and approval of exceptional sign design.

d. Up to two neighborhood identification signs (“Old Town North”) may be allowed in
addition to individual tenant signage and may be allowed in a location and at a size
consistent with its depiction in the preliminary submission.

¢. Business signs shall employ variety and creativity of design.

f. Highlight the identity of individual business tenants through signage and storefront
design. Coordinate signage with the building design and with individual storefront
designs, including but not limited to integration with any proposed awnings, canopies,
etc.

g. Pedestrian-oriented signs (e.g. projecting signs, window signs, etc.) are encouraged.
(P&Z)

The building signs shall be designed to relate in material, color and scale to the building

and the tenant bay on which the sign is displayed to the satisfaction of the Director of

P&Z.

a. The building signs shall be designed of high quality materials.

b. Installation of building mounted signage shall not damage the building and
signage shall comply with all applicable codes and ordinances. (P&Z)

Internally illuminated box signs are prohibited. Any illuminated signs shall be halo lit
signs or similar. (P&Z)

Coordinated Sign Program Conditions shall be included on the cover sheet of the final
document. (P&Z)
