PROJECT INFORMATION
Armistead Boothe Park is a 10 acre City park acquired through the Federal Lands to Parks Program in 1997.

Park features currently include ball courts, ball fields, playgrounds and picnic areas. The park is owned and
managed by the Department of Recreation, Parks and Cultural Activities.

The proposed site improvements will be funded primarily with City capital funds via the Park Playground Reno-
vation program. This program prioritizes and replaces deteriorating play equipment, and renovates playground
areas to ensure compliance with Consumer Product Safety Commission standards.

Funding is currently available and allocated for this playground renovation. Sitework is anticipated to begin
Summer 2012.

Site improvements will be implemented in several phases as other resources become available.
