ISSUE: Update of Funding and actions of major Transportation bodies.  
 
RECOMMENDATION: No Action is required. Information only.  
 
DISCUSSION: This memorandum provides a brief monthly update on funding and/or 
actions of major regional transportation bodies that relate to Alexandria.  
 
General updates on funding-related issues of local, regional and national importance are 
provided below. Attachment 1 is the Commission’s regular Monthly Update of Regional 
Transportation Board Major Actions and Funding. 
 
City: City Council 

The City Council adopted a revised $144.8 million10-Year Transportation Project Plan. 
City Council also approved decreased headways on the King Street Trolley funded by the 
property tax increase for transportation. 
  

State: Commonwealth Transportation Board (CTB) 

The Commonwealth Transportation Board awarded the City additional funds, because of 
added transit funds the City has allocated in the FY2012 budget to buy expansion buses 
which will be matched by the Commonwealth. 
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Regional: Transportation Planning Board (TPB) and Northern Virginia 

Transportation Authority (NVTA), Northern Virginia Transportation Commission 

(NVTC) , Washington Metropolitan Area Transit Authority (WMATA) and 

Northern Virginia Regional Commission (NVRC) 

 

Transportation Planning Board (TPB) 

The Transportation Planning Board approved a resolution at its July meeting to approve 
the air quality conformity analysis needed for an amendment for the Constrained Long 
Range Plan to build a new exit ramp from the HOV lanes on I-395 to Seminary Road. 
 

Washington Area Transit Authority (WMATA) 

The WMATA Board approved the institution of a new Metrobus service, the 7M, directly 
from the Pentagon to the Mark Center.  The WMATA Board approved a new set of 
bylaws and procedures to govern WMATA. 
  
Northern Virginia Transportation Commission (NVTC) 

At the July NVTC meeting, NVTC staff were given permission to file a TEAM request to 
the FTA for CMAQ funds to be used to construct transitway stations. The stations are at 
Route 1 and Potomac Avenue, Route 1 and Custis, Route 1 and Swan, and at Route 1 and 
East Glebe.  All of the locations have stations in both directions, except East Glebe, 
where a temporary station will be used northbound. 
 
Northern Virginia Transportation Authority (NVTA) 
At the NVTA meeting in July, the NVTA approved a set of possible requests for 
additional CMAQ and RSTP funds if they can be obligated quickly.  An allocation of 
$300,000 to fund additional final engineering expenses for the King Street Metrorail 
access project was approved for submittal to the Commonwealth. 
 
 

Federal: Funding Updates and Grant Notices of Awards 

The City filed an application with the Federal Transit Administration by July 29, 2011 to 
fund the Alternatives Analysis study of Transitway Corridor “C” (Van Dorn / 
Beauregard). The grant request is for $800,000 with a $200,000 City match. 
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
