« Traditionally updated annually with new
projects from recently-completed studies and
plans

* Projects rated based on specific evaluation
measures reviewed by the Transportation
Commission




Proposal to Move to Biennial
Process

e Other regional bodies moving to 2-year
planning cycle
« MWCOG switching to biennial air quality
conformity analysis
* Process typically lasts six months
e A lot of Commissioners’ and Staff time
« Can be more productive in other areas

* Allows for time to develop longer list for
2-year ranking

Updated Mix and planned location of Land Uses
Assumes a modified split of uses in the “Flex” Zone
Increase in Office Square footage, decrease in Residential Square footage
More Specific Development Assumptions
Gym, Restaurant, Theatre 
Retaining the existing alignment of Potomac Avenue as opposed to relocating Potomac Avenue to border the rail lines.
Phased development (2021 land uses developed east of Potomac Avenue)
These changes result in a minor differences in trips that may be generated by North Potomac Yard
